CASSETTE CARE

2. TAPE ENTANGLING - WHEN THE TAPE WRAPS ITSELF AROUND VITAL PARTS OF THE
MECHANISM.

TO AVOID THESE PROBLEMS OCCURRING, TAKE THE FOLLOWING PRECAUTIONS:

1 CHECK THAT THERE ARE NO LOOSE LAYERS OF TAPE VISIBLE THROUGH THE
CASSETTE CENTRE WINDOW (SEE FIG. 1).

1 TAKE UP ANY LOOSE LAYERS, USING A PENCIL OR HEXAGONALLY BARRELLED
BALLPOINT PEN, BEFORE INSERTING THE CASSETTE (SEE FIG. 2).
